1.
Historic Rally Car Categories – there will now be only one Category of historic rally cars with three cut-off dates matching the existing category cut-off dates. The existing Category 3 rules apply to all Historic Rally Cars.

2.
Engines: The original cylinder head and block must be used. 
3.
Gearboxes up to a maximum of 5 speeds are permitted as long as they are from the same manufacturer as the vehicle and are able to be fitted without any body modifications with the exception of the gearshift hole.

NOTE: Lightweight panels are NOT permitted under HRA regulations and therefore vehicles with such panels are not eligible for Group 1. Competitors should check as to a vehicle’s eligibility under PRC or Classic Rally Cars. If ineligible for Groups 1 to 3 a vehicle may be entered in Group 4, but will only be eligible for Group 4 awards (eg: not outright awards).

· Additional headlamps must extinguish when low beam is selected. 

· Only low beam and fog lamps may remain alight when low beam is selected.

· Forward facing lamps must be mounted in pairs and be equidistant from the longitudinal centre line of the car.

· Vehicles registered in WA, Queensland, NSW and ACT may have a single lamp mounted in the centre at the front.

Seat belts Refer CAMS Schedule I NCRs P 6-19

· Full harness seat belts are required for all occupants, of at least a lap strap and two strap shoulder harnesses (type A or B). 

· Type A seat belts must be marked FIA 8853/98 FIA 8853-1985, SFI 16.1

· Type B seat belts must be marked FIA 8854/98, FIA 8854-1985, SF 16.1, AS 2596, ECE R 16

Rollover protection Refer CAMS Schedule J NCRs P 6-22

· Type 3 full roll cage is required for National level rallies.

· Any new cage must have a Roll Over Protection Certificate approved by CAMS and signed by the manufacturer or his approved agent.

· Existing roll cages, provided they were in place when the vehicle log book was issued, are accepted.
